Your Civil Service Council is pleased to provide you with an opportunity to get away and enjoy 
a day of shopping, dining, museum touring, and more.  On Saturday, November 4, as many as 
four buses will be departing Illinois State at 7 a.m. for a fun-filled day in downtown Chicago.  
The day will include stops at both The Field Museum (www.fieldmuseum.org) and Water 
Tower Place (www.shopwatertower.com).  Your adventures are just beginning there, since 
The Field Museum is hosting the King Tut exhibit (you must obtain your own tickets and 
admission), and Water Tower Place is located on the Magnificent 
Mile (www.themagnificentmile.com), which is eight spectacular 
blocks on North Michigan Avenue in downtown Chicago with 
over 400 exclusive stores and boutiques and over 200 restaurants.
